Rules and Information
Eligibility

The contest is open to all current USPTA Members, excluding previous contest winners. Cost of participation, $10.
Seminar Content

The content must be a subject matter relevant to tennis and/or useful to USPTA members.  This will be done in a classroom setting.
Scoring

The contest will be scored on a 50-point scale.  The breakdown is as follows:

1. Appearance (0-2 pts.)

2. Introduction (0-3 pts.)

3. Outline (0-3 pts.)

4. Use of Audiovisual Aids (0-5 pts.)

5. Seminar Content (0-10 pts.)

6. Body Language/Gestures (0-3 pts.)

7. Voice Flexibility/Volume (0-5 pts.)

8. Originality (0-5 pts.)

9. Manner (0-5 pts.)

10. Effectiveness (0-6 pts.)

11. Conclusion (0-3 pts.)

Seminar Length
The seminar must be a minimum of eight minutes and a maximum of 10 minutes. Points are taken away for less than eight minutes and more than ten minutes.

Outline

A typed outline should be distributed to the judges before the presentation commences. Please bring at least 10 copies.

Judging

Frequently Asked Questions

Should I give a Power Point Presentation?  The answer is yes. If you have no audiovisual aid at all, you will score a 0 out of a possible 5 in that category.

Should I wear a sports jacket and tie for men? Since you are in a classroom setting, a suit coat and tie is recommended for men and appropriate attire for women.

What time will I give my presentation? Kevin Jackson will draw for times, Thursday, May 13th. You will receive an email or phone call with your time.  The time slots are every 15 minutes, starting at 8am.
Can I watch the other participants? Absolutely!  Encourage your friends to come and support you as well. This contest is open to all USPTA members to watch and learn.

Will one of the judges be watching the time clock and will he or she let me know when I have reached the 8 minute mark? Yes, one of the judges will watch the clock and give you a hand signal at the 8 minute mark.
